Any SOMI member or others interested in maternal and infant health may send
abstracts for presentation at the 16th National Conference of SOMI

Deadline for Abstracts - 31st December, 2022 by 5.00 PM

Abstracts should be sent through email only to:

All abstracts should be accompanied by the title of the paper, full
names of authors, details of sender including mobile number and email
Guidelines on word length should be followed. The total abstract
excluding title should not exceed 500 words.

Abstracts are invited in the following three categories:

1. Research papers (for oral or poster presentation)

Research papers related to normal and cesarean births, maternal
and infant nutrition, breast feeding, methods of care used by
midwives, etc. Details should include:
 Background, objectives in brief and concepts related to study

-150 words
 Methodology including site, sample, design, tools and tests –

100 words
 Findings and discussion – 200 words
 Implications and conclusions – 50 words
Note: Research studies using PTP or similar methods will not be
considered. Only principal investigator will be allowed to present

2. Case and care papers for oral presentation by ANMs\LHVs and
nurse midwives

These papers are related to care provided by a midwife to one mother
or baby in the community or facility and at any stage of maternal or
infant care. Only those dealing with challenging cases will be
considered.
 Introduction about the case and problems\needs, treatment

received if any -150 words
 Care given by the midwife including follow up – 200 words
 Expression of the mother and family – 50 words
 Challenges faced and suggestions for care – 100 words

3. Practice presentations from individuals or institutions from
community or hospital

This section has been included to highlight and document the
processes followed by midwives and nurse midwives across the
country in public and private sector. The senders may describe their
midwifery models or scope of practice as individuals, institutions or
training centres
 Description of process related to registration, admission,

referral, discharge
 Standing instructions and dealing with complications
 Drugs and fluids permitted and administered
 Monitoring and decision making for care
 Regulation of practice and challenges
 Mentoring and supervision
 Documentation
